AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 100 OF TITLE 1 BY THE
ADDITION OF A NEW SECTION PERTAINING TO RULES OF
CONSTRUCTION OF ORDINANCES AND THE METHOD OF
INTERPRETING DISTANCE REQUIREMENTS SET FORTH IN THE
MUNICIPAL CODE

Whereas, there are several distance requirements set forth in the Municipal Code
including, but not limited to, minimum distances between residency or loitering by
registered sex offenders and certain land uses, minimum distances between liquor
establishments and certain land uses and minimum distances between certain types of
establishments; and

Whereas, the Council would like to clarify the intent as to the method of how the
distance requirements will be measured and have such method be consistently applied
throughout the Code regardless of where the distance requirement is set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF O’FALLON, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Chapter 100 of Title I of the Municipal Code of the City of O’Fallon,
Missouri is hereby amended by the addition of a new Section 100.015 which shall read as

follows:

TITLE 1 GOVERNMENT CODE
CHAPTER 100 GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 100.015: CONSTRUCTION OF ORDINANCES

In the construction of this Code and of all ordinances of the city, the following principles
of construction shall be observed, unless it shall be otherwise expressly provided in any
section or ordinances, or unless inconsistent with the manifest intent of the Council, or
unless the context clearly requires otherwise.

A. Whenever any distance requirement appears in the Code, the requisite distances

between the relevant facilities or land uses in question shall be measured by the straight
line distance between the nearest points on the property boundary lines of the properties
upon which the relevant facilities or land uses are located.

Attached is a copy of the first amendment to the City’s contract with HDR Engineering, Inc. The
amendment is in the amount of $25,714.02 (twenty-five thousand seven hundred fourteen dollars
and two cents). This amendment covers the additional design and surveying for Stefanina’s
parking lot, O'Fallon Church of Christ's detention pond, temporary traffic control, and signal
improvements at Highway K and VMP. The original contract involved designing the reconstruction
and widening of Veterans Memorial Parkway between Highway K and Sonderen Road. The
original contract was valued at $155,892.00 (one hundred fifty-five thousand eight hundred ninety-
two dollars and zero cents). This additional design and surveying work was beyond the scope of
services for the original contract. The work involves topographic survey for Stefanina’s parking lot
so that a plan to reconstruct the parking lot as part of right-of-way negotiations. Additional work for
surveying and design work along the west property line and detention basin on the O’Fallon
Church of Christ Property is for detaining storm water for the project. This additional engineering,
along with any associated improvements, are being performed in exchange for right-of-way and
temporary construction easement donations from these property owners. The signal
improvements are being requested by MoDOT. The temporary traffic control work involves the

- investigation and development of temporary traffic control plans for two-way and one-way traffic.

Attached is a cost breakdown and scope of services.

The City of O'Fallon has been actively acquiring easements and right-of-way from property owners and
businesses along Veteran's Memorial Parkway (VMP) from Highway K to Sonderen for the upcoming
widening project that is planned to commence in Spring 2009. This project is being jointly funded between
the St. Charles County Road Board (CRB) and the City of O'Fallon for a total project estimate of $2.55
million. The CRB is contributing $2,040,000 of the project (80%) and the City is contributing $510,000

(20%).

For your information, City Council approved the acquisition of lands and easements for this project at the
February 28, 2008 meeting (see attached). There were originally 24 properties that were designed with
easements on them. 16 have been acquired by negotiations and 4 have been redesigned to avoid the need
of an easement. Of the remaining four properties, one is working with us on allowing the City to use their
detention basin for the storm sewers for this project and are waiting for final agreements.

The remaining three properties have not yet signed agreements for the easements for this project. A brief
description of each parcel is listed below. The City needs to complete all easements quickly so that the
utility companies may perform their relocations and adjustments prior to letting the project out for bid.

Ethyl’s (Kevin, Kent, and Brenda Eisenbath)

Ethyl's owns two properties along VMP that are adjacent to each other, however we are treating them as
one entity for simplicity. Ethyl's has been involved highly with this project and originally expressed their
opposition when notification of one-way traffic would only be allowed on VMP.

We have met with the owners, City staff, and Council members on June 23 to discuss their concerns, which
was mostly the traffic conditions. We previously explored options of allowing two-way traffic and presented
this to Council for review. There were significant costs associated with two-way traffic and additional utility
relocations that would have to be temporarily moved and put back only for temporary pavement. Although




we kept VMP as one-way traffic during construction, we have agreed to install temporary signage along
Sonderen and the western end of the project.

We met with them again at the restaurant on August 28 to review their concerns. They wanted a rear access
drive at the northwest corner to connect that parking lot to the parking lot immediately north of the volleyball
courts. This would allow access to this lot from Sonderen during construction on VMP. We agreed to pay
them for this work to be done by Ethyl's. They also wanted to widen the drive aisle immediately south of the
front door by pushing the curbing closer to the street. They also wanted to make sure the curbing still
allowed for drainage. We agreed to provide a drain.

We sent them a revised agreement addressing the above concerns on September 12. On a follow-up call on
October 3, Kevin said he was waiting for the City to determine the responsibility of the construction and
removal, if necessary, of the rear drive. | stated the City was paying the owner to construct the drive. Kevin
said he was having Kent obtain bids on the rear connection to see if our offer would be fair.

A letter was issued on October 16 identifying the compensation amount of $4,000 for the rear drive.

Per the latest discussion with Kevin, he said he hadn't been able to discuss the drive with Kent and he has
been travelling. | explained that the City needs to wrap up the remaining parcels and sign agreements soon,
otherwise we may have to recommend Eminent Domain on the property. He seemed to understand this as
well and thought he could resoive and sign documents before then. -

Schnuck’s
The Desco Group manages the Schnuck's property (doesn't own the property). Tim Bailey works for Desco
and was present at the February 27 open house meeting which first described the project.

Schnuck’s presently has three access drives off VMP and two off Highway K (one being Bramblett Road).
The western-most VMP drive (closest to Highway K) would be a right-in/out drive with the construction of the
median along this intersection. This was shown on the 2/27 open house exhibits.

I met Tim at the Schnuck's site on April 21 to review the project. He didn't express any objections but also
said the Owner would have to review all items.

| sent a letter to Tim dated June 17 with the agreements and easements for signature. | issued another letter
on July 1 asking for expedition in signing the agreements since no objections had been heard. Tim called
on July 28 stating that the Owner wanted more money. An email was issued with the concerns noted. We
agreed to offer an additional $2,954 to sign the documents.

The discussions with Stefanina's and their parking lot prompted us to consider converting the second drive
on VMP to a right infout by installing a raised island here. We issued a letter to Tim dated August 7 outlining
this request. Tim responded with opposition to this drive. On August 26, we officially responded and stated
that said right-in/out would not be installed. Tim responded via email with gratitude.

| have been trying to contact Tim since this letter regarding the status with little success. Tim has promised
documents but has never delivered. On October 28, | contacted his supervisor to explain the situation and
ask for assistance. | also issued a letter notifying the need for Eminent Domain if documents were not

- available soon. Tim responded on October 29 apologizing and stating that documents should be delivered

prior to the November Council meeting. At the date of this memo, documents have not been delivered.

Summary




The above two property owners have been unresponsive in presenting signed documents. Although the
negotiation with Ethyl's has occurred more recently than early, we believe we have addressed all of their
concerns for this project to occur. We also believe we have addressed Schnuck's concerns as well

regarding their needs.

Since neither parcel is currently asking for additional money, the issue is timely execution of these
properties. | am recommending pursuing the condemnation process on the above two properties so that we
may obtain the documents for the road widening project.

Negotiations can still occur during this process and we are hopeful that an agreement can still be reached
prior to filing for condemnation. The condemnation process can be a long process. In order to keep the
construction of this project on schedule and avoid costly delays, it will be necessary to start the necessary
legal paperwork in December 2008 in anticipation of a spring 2009 start in construction. The construction
schedule is to complete the project in one construction season. Delays could push back the project into the
winter of 2009/2019, thus causing completion to be delayed into the spring of 2010.

In addition to the request for Eminent Domain as stated in the memo dated November 6, 2008 the City
would like to add one additional property to the list.

The O'Fallon Church of Christ is the final remaining property that is outstanding. We have been actively
working with them since April in obtaining easements. The church has originally stated that they didn't want
the storm water draining at the northwest corner of their property, and they requested the water be brought .
into the church detention basin. They said they would be okay with tree removal and would be willing to sign
the easements without compensation if this was acceptable. They also offered some of their property as a
construction yard if the City restored it upon completion.

On April 29, 2008, we replied with a letter agreeing to extend the storm sewer line and discharge it near the
southwest corner of the parking lot so that it would follow the existing drainage patterns. The church
opposed this plan as well, and still requested the line be tied into the basin. They didn't want to be held
responsible for additional flows downstream of the basin.

For the record, the engineering plans and topographical survey didn't reach this far south, so when the
proposition was addressed to the engineer, he replied requesting a supplement to the contract to design this
section of the project.

On July 28, 2008, the City agreed to connect the storm into the detehtion basin. We issued an agreement
for detention basin maintenance and for the easement.

The Church was appreciative of the City by connecting to the basin, and this will benefit the project by
providing detention for the road, however they wanted to make sure the basin would drain. They currently
have a paved swale in the basin, which is currently prohibited in today's standards. They wanted the same
paved swale from the old swale to the new storm sewer, however we stated this wasn't permissible. We
offered other alternates and finally agreed to a method. '

On November 3, 2008, | issued a letter back to the church requesting expedited acceptance of the
agreements and also clarifying the final construction details of the basin.




Although | believe that we will be able to come to an agreement by early December, the negotiation on this
parcel has taken longer than we originally thought. | am recommending pursuing the condemnation process
on the above property so that we may obtain the documents for the road widening project.

Negotiations can still occur during this process and we are hopeful that an agreement can still be reached
prior to filing for condemnation. The condemnation process can be a long process. In order to keep the
construction of this project on schedule and avoid costly delays, it will be necessary to start the necessary
legal paperwork in December 2008 in anticipation of a spring 2009 start in construction.
